Meeting Minutes:    Change made to TEEG report.  Betty asked for clarification on an item.  Motion made by Cathy and seconded by Gail that the December 16, 2015 minutes be accepted with changes.  All in favor.
Citizen Participation:  Betty would like the Treasurer’s Reports to include detailed explanations for each line item in the budget.
Additions to Agenda:   Gail would like to add Conservation Commission’s request to hire secretary.

Secretary Report:    None
Treasurer Report:    The senior program line item has $1,500 left.  Reserve fund has $3,974.52.  The total budget for the senior center is $39,650.  Of that, $25,683.72 or 64.8% has been spent leaving a balance of $13,966.28.  Motion made to accept the Treasurer’s Report by Gail and seconded by Monique.  All in favor.
Senior Association Report:
Plans were made to have a lunch at Deb’s Place in March.  The Association will pay $3 per person toward their meal. The date will be set at the March meeting.
TEEG Report:     The March Newsletter & calendar are ready and will be sent to town hall.  Cathy will email the corned beef dinner information to Jake in the morning.  AAA Grant funds programs/staff and is used for education and programs at the Center.  TEEG is still struggling to get new people to come to the Center.  Space is still a challenge.  They’re advertising in the Woodstock Villager, Putnam Crier, and WINY radio on a regular basis.  The permit for the kitchen expired on 12/31/15.  NEDDH is processing the renewal of the permit.  Anne reiterated the need for additional space and improvements to the basement.
Old Business:    PSAC approved the corned beef dinner at their January meeting, but Cathy forgot to get approval for the raffle. Gail made a motion to have Cathy purchase two $25 Walmart gift cards to be raffled off at the PSC dinner on March 12th.  Liz seconded.  Four voted yes, one voted no.
New Business:     Gail noted that the Conservation Commission has requested that the Town of Pomfret hire a secretary at a cost of $1,000.  She would like to see PSAC’s secretary position be one that is paid.  That decision is made by the Board of Selectman.  The Conservation Commission is an advisory Commission.
Citizens’ Comments:     Jeanett spoke about a class she attended in Vernon by Nancy Strong relative to teaching farms.  She gave the information to TEEG to see if she would speak at the Center.  Betty mentioned that other boards and commissions have their meetings recorded and citizens can get copies.  Former First Selectwoman, Maureen Nicholson told us that we are an advisory commission and would not be eligible for a paid secretary.  We are not required to record our meetings.

There being no further business, motion was made to adjourn by Gail and seconded by Cathy.  All in favor.  Meeting adjourned at 8:00 pm
