The other two people who can run the movie are not available at that time.  It was decided starting in August, the movie will start at 2:30 instead of 12:30.  Doug would be available at the later time.

Monique sated that there is not enough time to finish a dominoes train game on Tuesday or Wednesday because the other programs already scheduled.  Several seniors would like to see the Center open an additional day.  Maureen stated that it is not possible at this time.  Jeanett mentioned again that chairs with arms are needed.  It was decided that six chairs will be purchased in the next fiscal year.

Maureen stated that the road crew has trimmed the brush to improve the site line at the exit of the parking lot.  Also it is not feasible to add a light pole in the parking lot, so a light will be attached to the building and will illuminate the back and side parking lot.  The weeding and mulching of the garden was done by volunteers from Pomfret Congregational Church as a thank you for the use of the building.  The quilting group will be making valances for the windows.
