1. Please complete the registration form and mail or deliver in person to Pomfret Town Hall, 5 
Haven Road, Pomfret Center, CT  06259.  Pre-registration is required to be on the 
downloadable map. 

2. All scarecrows should be set up on your property by Sunday, October 10th.  All entries should 
be on display through the end of the Town Wide Scarecrow Adventure Trail on October 31st 
and removed shortly thereafter. 

3. Scarecrows must be constructed to withstand the weather and be in good taste.  Please, no 
scarecrows that represent controversial, social, or political situations.  This is an all-inclusive, 
family friendly, fun event.  Store bought (and subsequently decorated) scarecrows are not 
allowed.  This is a homemade, old fashioned scarecrow contest. 

4. Each entry must be secure and constructed to sit or stand throughout the three weeks of the 
event and be removed shortly after Halloween. 

5. Identify your scarecrow!  Put up a sign with your Scarecrow’s name!
